Feel gratitude for Life 
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1932 - The Emu Wars of WA 

Early one morning in November 1932, the 

Seventh Heavy Battery of the Royal  

Australian Artillery arrived in Campion, 

Western Australia, ready for war; ready to 

take on 20,000 hungry emus who were 

decimating the crops of local farmers. 

 

They set up on the hot dry red dirt landscape 

halfway between Perth and Kalgoorlie and 

unpacked their Lewis automatic machine 

guns and 10,000 rounds of ammunition. 

 

The Army under-estimated the cunning of 

the emu and made little impact. The emu 

ruled victorious. Volunteers were called. 

Scores of Campion men eagerly joined the 

Western Australian Emu Wars. 

Among them were brothers Victor and Bert 

Francis in the family Chev affectionately called 

‘the old bus’. Their friend Ray Owen, in his ‘not 

so fancy’ sport car, joined them. 

 

With the soldier settlement of land after the end of 

WW1 hostilities the emu population decimated  

farmlands around Campion and Walgoolan. It is  

estimated that 20,000 emus broke through fences to 

wheat crops which also rendered the 1000 mile 

‘rabbit proof’ fence useless. 

 

The 1929 Great Depression meant times were  

desperate for local families who were distraught 

at the emus eating what little they had. 

 

The Minister for Defence permitted deployment of 

machine guns saying the emus would make good 

target practice and the feathers could be used for 

the iconic slouch hats of the Australian Light  

Horsemen. 

 

The emus proved a formidable enemy and won that 

war. It is estimated that 300,000 emus were culled 

between 1950 and 1960 and were out of control for 

many years. 

◼ Requirements for Historic Registration:  
For vehicles previously registered on historical plates, you will need the following: 

1. RMS Conditional Registration Renewal form (sent to you by RMS prior to renewal);  

2. “Historic Vehicle Declaration” form, duly filled out with you and your trucks details, (Do not fill 
out the club registrar’s part) 

3. “Pink Slip” available from a local mechanics garage.  
 

For vehicles NOT previously registered on historic plates, you will need to fill out a registration 
application form plus you will need item 2. and item 3. above. 
 

Send all originals plus a copy of each to Steve Pardey,

Steve will return the originals to you after he has completed his part of the process so that you 
can then go to the RMS to complete the historic registration of your vehicle.
